Rice University will select two Rice doctoral students in any year of study in any discipline of the humanities and social sciences during the academic year 2012-13 to participate in the inaugural Rice Seminar, a year-long multidisciplinary 'think tank.’ The 2012-13 Seminar, “Human Trafficking-Past and Present: Crossing Borders, Crossing Disciplines,” will be co-directed by two historians of slavery, Professors James Sidbury and Kerry Ward. 

The seminar will be a year-long intellectual inquiry during which faculty, postdoctoral, and graduate student participants will develop, present, and discuss original scholarship that explores aspects of human trafficking, from the Classical era to the present, from a variety of perspectives. The papers will be published in an edited collection with a major university press at the conclusion of the seminar.

Graduate participants are expected to:
· actively attend all talks and workshop sessions of the Seminar
· present their work to the Seminar group
· prepare their presentation the year after the Seminar for publication in the edited collection
· lead monthly discussions with a cohort of HRC undergraduate fellows interested in human trafficking 
Graduate participants receive:

· $5K stipend supplement, paid in two lump sums at the end of each semester 
· 3 credits pass/fail each semester through the HRC

· prestigious publication opportunity
Applications must be delivered or emailed by 5PM February 13, 2012 and should include:

· 1-page statement of interest indicating how this relates to your graduate work
· 1000 word research proposal for the topic to be developed during the seminar year
· 2-page cv
· note from your advisor or department chair indicating that you may participate in this Seminar
